Doors were tested at the University of Salford’s 
Energy House. This represents a typical Salford 
1919 terraced house and its construction 
represents 21% of the UK’s current housing 
stock. The house has been reconstructed in a 
fully environmentally controllable chamber, in 

which climatic conditions can be maintained, 
varied, repeated and patterns monitored. For 
the test, the inside temperature of the Energy 
House was 25’C with an exterior temperature 
of 5°C.

To match these high levels of insulation, 
a choice of 12 standard decorative glazing 
units are available, each with differing 
amounts of obscurity. These glazing units 
are triple-glazed as standard, using a 
6.8mm laminated safety glass (as a car 
windscreen) on the exterior pane whilst 
a 4mm toughened interior glass is used 
on the inside. These panes encapsulate 
and seal the 4mm decorative glass used 
inside the glazing unit. The leads and 
bevels are protected from the elements 
by being sealed in, making the glass 
simple to clean from indoors or outdoors.
